The successful candidate will be expected to:

· Support the integration of the child to primary school;

· Provide the child with the necessary help and support required for him to:

- access the curriculum

- manage his learning and behaviour

- to participate in classroom and school activities;

· Provide pastoral, social and personal care for the child, including nappy changing;

· Provide supervision and care during break times, including lunch;

· Meet, plan and prepare activities for the child with his teacher and other agencies;

· Attend training to develop an understand of the needs of the child and your role in relation to these;

· Give feedback to colleagues as appropriate and provide written reports on the child’s progress in consultation with others, and attend review meetings.


In addition:

· Assist classroom teachers as directed/necessary, perhaps by taking small groups of children out of class for help with their work, or helping children in the classroom alongside the teacher;

· Help the teacher with simple practical and administrative tasks.
