Focus on… Hagbourne Primary School





Walking through the playground of this village school, you are met by a statue of a globe held aloft by children’s hands. A fitting edifice as the international dimension at this school is clearly hands on.


The school is overflowing with evidence that International Education lies at the heart of the school community. Displays and artefacts throughout the school convey the message that we are part of a wider world. Last week the school held a Comenius Week with its current partners in Turkey & Poland, previous Comenius partner countries include Greece, Spain & the Czech Republic. The school is also developing links with a school in Uganda. The children at the school are actively involved in these partnerships, they exchange information with pupils overseas and this is a tremendous motivator. Headteacher Richard Jones explains “If you’re well motivated then you succeed. My job is a facilitator – sew the seeds, then step back.” 


In all of the links at the school the children are at the heart of projects, carrying out and sharing purposeful work directly with fellow pupils overseas, like monitoring school energy consumption and making recommendations in all of the partner schools.
