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1. Purpose of Report:
To note the outcome of re-negotiation of LAA housing targets undertaken buy the Oxfordshire Housing Partnership (OHP).
1. Background 

This report was originally planned as an overview of all the national indicators relevant to the Partnership and the related LAA target and monitoring / performance position.  However, given the advent of a new Government and uncertainty over the future of indicators and the LAA system it has not been possible to address the full agenda at this point.
Nevertheless it is important for the Partnership to formally note that renegotiation of LAA housing targets (to take account of recession impact and funding changes) was undertaken by OHP in the Spring and is complete and approved by GOSE.  The renegotiation was undertaken some time ago, but has not been formally reported to the Partnership.

Given the way in which Government policy and the funding issues are changing this renegotiation may now be academic.  It is worth noting though, that the revised targets do provide a useful reference point for any future consideration of housing delivery issues.  They may also be relevant to the local authority response to abolition of the regional planning system and its housing targets (to be considered elsewhere on the agenda).

2. Recommendations 

2.1 That the partnership formally notes the renegotiated targets and uses them to inform future consideration of housing delivery issues for Oxfordshire.
