Fluorescent tubes and the new low energy bulbs go into a
separate container at the Recycling Centre. Unfortunately,
the tradifional filament bulbs can't be recycled.

What happens to WEEE?

WEEE items are taken for refurbishment wherever possible.
Anything that cannot be reused is taken to be stripped down into
component parts and these materials are then senf fo be turned
info the raw materials used for making new items.

Some companies offer an in-store take-back of electrical items on
a likeforlike basis. If you purchase a new electrical item, these
stores will dispose of your old item for you.
